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Nutrition Leadership

The ENLP/SEA-NLP/ANLP/PLAN Young Scientist Award 2013
During the 20th International Nutrition Conference, the ENLP, SEANLP, ANLP and PLAN are proud to announce the 2nd joint Young Scientist Award. The aim of this award is to recognize the potential of young scientists to become global leaders in nutrition. This joint initiative would like to encourage outstanding young researchers from all over the world and from all fields of nutrition to develop their careers in nutrition and to establish a global network of future nutrition leaders. In 2009 the award was won by Reginald Annan, from Ghana. 
Award > The winner will receive a cash prize of 1000 US dollars, donated by the Judith Zwartz Foundation, Wageningen, The Netherlands.
Applicants > Candidates should be final year PhD students or postdoctoral fellows in human nutrition science from any country, under the age of 40 years. 

How to apply > Applicants should email (icn2013@enlp.eu.com) a copy of the accepted abstract that will be presented at the International Congress on Nutrition (Granada, 15-20 September 2013), a short CV of the candidate along with a short answer to the following question: Why is leadership important for the future of nutrition? Describe the role you will play as a leader in nutrition research. Maximum 1 page should be provided, in English, before the 31 July 2013. 

Evaluation of applications > The assessment of applications will be made by a global committee of senior nutrition leaders. The decision will be based on the demonstration of leadership potential through the short question as well as the quality, novelty and interest of the abstract presented at the 20th International Nutrition Conference. The final decision will be announced during the ENLP session (Wed 18/09/2013) the International Nutrition Conference (see www.icn2013.com for details). The award winner will be requested to write a one pager about his/her role as a leader in nutrition research and his/her impressions of the 20th International Congres on Nutrition. The award winner will be asked to put the award-logo on the poster or in the presentation. 

Organisation > This award is organised by four Nutrition Leadership Platforms/Programmes. The European Nutrition Leadership Platform (ENLP) is a network of nutritional professionals known for their high quality training and initiatives, with a particular focus on developing leaders of the future. The vision of the ENLP is ‘To develop, inspire and connect leaders within Europe to advance nutrition and health.’ The Platform offers two seminars taking place in April in Luxembourg: ENLP Seminar and ENLP Advanced Seminar. Together they initiate and catalyze possibilities to connect and to inspire those with a desire to make a difference. 
The South East Asian Nutrition Leadership Programme (SEANLP), held annually since (2002) and inspired by the ENLP, aims to empower Asian nutritionists at postgraduate level by providing competencies in effective leadership including team building and communication skills. The one-week annual seminar attracts some 25 multi-disciplinary nutritionists each year, and provides an excellent networking forum for nutritionists in the region. 

The African Nutrition Leadership programme (ANLP), which mirrors the ENLP and SEANLP, aims to assist the development of future leaders in the field of human nutrition in Africa. The programme is now in its seventh year, and attracts 30 young African nutrition scientists each year. 
The Programme en Leadership Africain en Nutrition (PLAN).  In 2007 a French edition of ANLP, called PLAN, started in Morocco. The 4th edition of PLAN was held in 2012, participants are mainly coming from North and West Africa with occasional participation from Madagascar, Iles  Comeres and Haiti.
